KEY SOUNDS AND KEY WORDS





Each child has been given a set of 3 letter sounds or 3 keywords to practise at home. The children should begin to;





Recognise and read the letter sound or key word (at least 3 times)


Be able to write the letter sound or key word independently


Think of a word beginning with the letter sound (parents, you can write the word down which your child thought of on the separate sheet provided or let them have a go too!) or if your child has been given a key word, can they use it in a sentence (again, parents, you can record this for your child or let them have a go). 





The most important part is the reading of the letter sounds and key words at this time of the year so please don’t panic about the writing just yet. (

Go on a number hunt! Try and find as many different numbers as you can all around you, e.g. numbers on the remote control, door numbers, numbers in the streets etc. Take photographs of some of the numbers you find and send some to us on Orbit. It will be even better if you can print some of the pictures out and send them into school as they will be used as a part of a number display in the classroom. If you are feeling very enthusiastic, you can draw and label some of the numbers you find in your homework book. Have fun number hunting!
