We have been reading and exploring the story ‘Rosie’s Walk’. Some of the children have created their own story maps whilst others have created a ‘Wanted’ poster for the fox within the story. The children have also been thinking of and writing exciting and ambitious describing words for the fox and Rosie the hen. 


The children have been astounding us with their 1 more and 1 less skills this week including using number fans to show us 1 more and 1 less of a number. The children are beginning to record their work more formally, including work in books, in order to prepare and enable a smooth transition to Year 1. Therefore, you may notice a slight decrease in Orbit observations as we are trying to get the children ‘prepared’ for KS1.

Please practise letter sounds and words using the sounds by writing and reading them at home. 





PLEASE NOTE: Some sounds are recapped from the previous week if the children are finding them tricky or are having trouble forming the letters using the cursive script. The teachers will use their professional judgement and continue to assess the children’s phonetic knowledge. 




















How can we continue our learning at home?


Create your own story map for ‘Rosie’s Walk’.


Create your own version of ‘Rosie’s Walk’ using your own ideas for new animals. 


Create a wanted poster for the fox from ‘Rosie’s Walk’ using super describing words.


Show off your 1 more, 1 less number skills! Can you record your 1 more and 1 less work? 


Ordering numbers to 20. 


Practising to write sentences including words they have learned in their phonics sessions and practise to write sentences independently (children’s own ideas). 


Spelling of tricky words – I, to, go, no, the, he, she, we, me, be.


If your child completes any of the above, please send evidence into school either via Orbit or on paper. It will contribute to your child’s ongoing assessments.
