The teachers will use their professional judgement and continue to assess the children’s phonetic knowledge. 


























How can we continue our learning at home?


Writing our FULL name writing using our cursive writing – In order for the children to meet one of their early learning goals at the end of Reception, they MUST be able to do this independently so please, please keep practising at every opportunity. 


Counting forwards and backwards to 20 and showing this is School when we can. Ordering numbers to 20. 


Practise the new sounds provided from the Letters and Sounds information provided – practise makes perfect!


Reading EVERY day and at EVERY opportunity! Reading is the key to success within many areas of learning including writing and communication and language. Please do not just rely on reading books provided from school, visit the library, read books or children’s magazines at home. Now is the time to build up the love of learning through reading for life!
