2d and 3d shapes – naming the shapes, discussing the difference between 2d and 3d shapes, exploring the properties including number of sides/corners etc. 





 How can we continue our learning at home?


Writing our FULL name writing using our cursive writing – In order for the children to meet one of their early learning goals at the end of Reception, they MUST be able to do this independently so please, please keep practising at every opportunity. 


Go on a 2d/ 3d shape hunt around your home. What shapes can you find?


Counting forwards and backwards to 20 and showing this is School when we can. 


Practise subtracting small numbers including objects, 1p coins and using our fingers. 


Where would you run to if you were the gingerbread man? E.g. The gingerbread man ran away to the moon/ He ran to the moon. Write and draw your ideas. 


Can you practise some of these things at home and share them with the class? Miss Lees will give a sticker for each piece of work completed so the challenge is…
