Reading


Hear your child read daily and share stories regularly.

Writing


Practise handwriting daily if possible using our cursive script as this will support your child’s development in writing. 


Encourage opportunities for name writing using cursive script – including surname. 


Encourage opportunities for purposeful writing, e.g. shopping lists, writing cards, letters, stories etc. 


Opportunities to write sentences including capital letters and full stops.

Mathematics


Continue to practise counting forwards and backwards 0 – 20. 


Finding 1 more / 1 less of a number. 


Writing numbers 0 – 20 in order. 


Addition using single digit numbers, e.g. 3 + 2 = 


Practise to count in 10’s. 


Recognising 2d shapes including basic shapes circle, square, rectangle and triangle. 


Begin to recognise 3d shapes including cube, cuboid, sphere and cylinder. 


Continue to develop patterns using 3 shapes or colours.
