1. Intent
At St. Michael’s Primary School, we believe a high-quality art and design education is essential to inspire creativity, develop critical thinking, and encourage self-expression. Art enables pupils to make sense of the world around them, while nurturing cultural awareness and appreciation of artistic heritage.
Through following the Kapow Primary Art & Design Curriculum, we aim to:
· Develop pupils’ artistic knowledge, skills, and techniques.
· Encourage exploration of ideas, imagination, and experimentation.
· Build confidence in creative expression and resilience in problem-solving.
· Celebrate diversity through studying artists, designers, and craftspeople from a range of backgrounds, times, and traditions.

2. Aims
Our art and design curriculum aims to ensure that all pupils:
· Produce creative work, exploring ideas and recording experiences.
· Develop proficiency in drawing, painting, sculpture, and other art, craft, and design techniques.
· Evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft, and design.
· Learn about great artists, designers, and craft makers, and understand the historical and cultural development of art forms.
· Express individuality, creativity, and joy through artistic exploration.

3. Kapow Primary Art Curriculum
We follow the Kapow spiral curriculum model, which ensures knowledge and skills are revisited and built upon each year. The curriculum is organised around five key strands:
1. Drawing
2. Painting and Mixed Media
3. Sculpture and 3D
4. Craft and Design
5. Formal Elements of Art
This structured approach ensures progression, inclusivity, and accessibility, enabling every pupil to achieve success in art.

4. Implementation
· Curriculum Planning: Teachers follow Kapow’s planning documents, adapting lessons to suit pupils’ needs while maintaining progression.
· Lesson Delivery: Lessons are practical, engaging, and hands-on, giving pupils opportunities to explore a range of techniques and media.
· Resources: Adequate and high-quality materials are provided to enable full participation.
· Inclusion: Lessons are designed to be inclusive and accessible to all pupils, with adaptations where necessary.
· Assessment: Teachers use ongoing formative assessment within lessons and summative assessment at the end of each unit to track progress.

5. Roles and Responsibilities
Art Subject Leader:
· Oversee implementation of the Kapow curriculum.
· Support and guide staff in delivering high-quality art teaching.
· Monitor and evaluate effectiveness through lesson observations, planning reviews, and pupil outcomes.
· Provide CPD and share best practice to enhance subject knowledge and pedagogy.
Teachers:
· Plan and deliver engaging lessons following Kapow’s curriculum.
· Assess pupil progress and provide constructive feedback.
· Create a classroom culture that values creativity, curiosity, and experimentation.
· Communicate with parents and carers about progress and celebrate pupil achievements.

6. Monitoring and Evaluation
The impact of the art curriculum will be monitored through:
· Lesson observations and learning walks.
· Scrutiny of planning and pupil outcomes.
· Pupil voice surveys.
· Analysis of assessment data to track attainment and progress.

7. Health and Safety
· Teachers will ensure that activities are safe and pupils are aware of expectations when using tools and materials.
· Risk assessments will be carried out where necessary.

8. Inclusion and Equality
· The art curriculum is inclusive of all pupils, including those with SEND and those eligible for pupil premium.
· Lessons are differentiated to ensure all learners can succeed, with additional support or challenge provided as appropriate.
· Pupils will experience art from a range of cultures and traditions, fostering respect, diversity, and equality.

9. Resources
· A variety of high-quality materials are provided to deliver Kapow units effectively.
· The school will maintain well-equipped art areas and replenish resources regularly.

10. Review
This policy will be reviewed annually by the Art Subject Leader and Senior Leadership Team to ensure it reflects current practice and continues to meet the needs of pupils.
