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As English is a core subject it needs to be taught daily as part of our remote learning. This will follow the sequence of English teaching as if the children were in school. Please continue to use the agreed text on our long term plans for each term. It is important to have high expectations of children’s English learning to avoid a drop in the skills that they already know. Please try and plan additional writing tasks for children as we found that children’s writing 
Lesson sequence
Children are asked to complete reading comprehensions, grammar activities and writing tasks as part of the sequence of learning in English. Children will have an English session and phonics or spelling session daily. Children will have reading with the teacher for 10 minutes every day. 
Phonics and Spelling
EYFS and KS1 are to have daily recorded phonics lessons from their teacher. This will be differentiated to their usual phonics group and followed the agreed phonics teaching sequence. Some children in Year 3 will access phonic support videos from their teacher whilst other children in KS2 will have spelling sessions. Spelling sessions will follow the Oak academy sequence of spelling rules for KS2 and will happen daily. During these sessions, children will learn about specific spelling rules, the morphology and etymology of spelling and have opportunities to apply this relevant to their key stage. 
Handwriting
In EYFS handwriting sessions are planned as part of ‘Physical Friday’. The sessions are planned to include ‘dough disco’ physical activity to increase children’s motor skills before applying them to cursive handwriting practise. In KS1, handwriting is taught daily in discrete sessions. The children are taught through a mix of pre-recorded and live sessions and are asked to use the cursive font that we use in school. In KS2, children complete handwriting practise as part of their spelling sessions. When completing daily writing tasks and comprehensions, children are reminded to use the cursive font. 
Reading at home
In addition to hearing the teacher read daily, children are encouraged to continue to read daily at home. Children will be practising their reading comprehension skills weekly as part of their English sessions but we want them to continue to develop their love of reading at home. Teachers are to provide a change of reading books for the pupils weekly- these can be picked up between Monday and Thursday. Children should also be encouraged to use the wealth of online resources available and discuss what they are reading with their teacher and peers.

Assessment and feedback
[bookmark: _GoBack]In order to provide assessment in English please provide opportunities for mini-quizzes to test what the children remember about their learning. This can be done through teams or through live online quizzes. When completing work at home such as comprehensions, provide the answers for children to self-mark. Feedback needs to be specific to the work completed and reference the WALT of the session e.g. if the children were learning about using fronted adverbials then they must’ve used them in the session. Feedback clearly on spelling using taught phonic and spelling strategies. Ensure parents are aware of the expectation of handwriting and layout in remote learning books. 
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
