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Geography expectations for remote learning.
Delivery of the curriculum.
· Ideally, the learning will be blocked as planned to help immerse children in their learning although the subject leader understands that individual classes may adapt their timetables differently. There is an expectation that for each Geography unit, there will be at least 6 hours of learning.

· Staff will continue to implement the scheme according to the needs of the class. Teachers will adapt the planning in order to suit the needs of the class. This maybe through the resources used or how the information is presented.

· Staff will continue to follow the lesson structure for Geography including;
· Every Geography lesson must start with a quick fire quiz with children marking on the age appropriate features; continents and oceans, equator, tropics, countries they have studied.
· Teachers may wish to use the remote learning resources on the BBC and Oak Academy to support learning.

· There is no expectation for teachers to record or complete live Humanities inputs although individual teachers may deem this appropriate.
Assessment and feedback.
· Feedback to children will be individualised and based on the humanities skills and knowledge.
