St Michael’s understands that learning a foreign language provides a valuable educational, social and cultural experience for our pupils. It will also create potential opportunities in the future for studying and working abroad.
It is a requirement to teach KS2 pupils a language, however we believe that all of our children should have access to learning a language starting from Reception.  We believe that the earlier children are introduced to learning a language the faster that language is acquired.  
We fully believe in Languages for all – Languages for life (DFE)
“In the knowledge society of the 21st century, language competence and intercultural understanding are not optional extras, they are an essential part of being a citizen.  Language skills are also vital in improving understanding between people here and in the wider world, and in supporting global citizenship by breaking down barriers of ignorance and suspicion between nations.
Learning other languages gives us insight into the people, culture and traditions of other countries, and helps us to understand our own language and culture.”

Write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using a variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt.
Discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.

Pupils in KS2 will be taught to: 
Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding.
Explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words.
Engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help.
Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures.
Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases.
Present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences.
Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
Appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language.
Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material.
Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly.
Describe people, places, things and actions, orally and in writing. 
Understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neutral forms and the conjunction of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.

Assessment and reporting in languages are carried out in accordance with the school’s Assessment Policy
Parents are updated on their children’s progress in languages during parents’ evenings and in end of year reports. 
The school utilises a mixture of assessment techniques to ensure the abilities of all pupils are effectively evaluated.
Assessment data is used to support feedback in end of year reports and at parents’ evenings.
Assessment is ongoing and continuous.  It informs future planning.  
Assessment will be evaluated against the following;
Listening and responding
Speaking
Reading and responding
Writing 

[bookmark: _Community][bookmark: _Planning_and_teaching]Planning and teaching
Classroom teachers are encouraged to collaborate and work together to ensure continuity between year groups, and that engaging lessons take place. 
Planning and teaching are undertaken in accordance with the school’s Teaching and Learning Policy.
There is a strong focus on building on prior knowledge and understanding.
Recapping and reviewing are strong features of lessons, giving children lots of opportunities to practice as outlined in the Teaching and Learning Policy.

In all learning and teaching, the speaking and listening aspects take precedence over the reading and writing.  Confidence and competence in the speaking and listening skills must be apparent before children can develop those of reading and writing.  In EYFS and KS1 there is great emphasis on aspects of speaking and listening with little recording.  In KS2 children are expected to start to record the reading and writing aspects of learning in their Language book.

A variety of teaching and learning strategies are used to encourage and engage children in the learning of languages. These include;
· Whole class direct teaching – listening, speaking, reading, singing, dancing, playing games and actions
· Talking partners
· Use of puppets/soft toys
· Role play, presentations
· Research, Mind mapping, planning 
Non-negotiables 
All classroom environments are required to have a Language Vocabulary display for pupils.  All classrooms are required to have a flipchart for French (please see the Teaching and Learning policy) in line with other subjects.  Links between previous learning, vocabulary, new learning and skills are a feature of the flipchart. The flipchart effectively provides a learning wall for pupils that is brought out during lessons.
Flipchart
The flipchart will be used as a working wall during the lesson and will be used to recap learning over time. 
It must contain the following and be added to over time:
· Links with previous learning
· Key vocabulary 
· Skills 
· New learning added each week – including model sentences/ grammar rules etc... 
Books and recorded work
The teacher must display the WALT and this must be recorded in books if the children record.  
Presentation must be of a high standard - See feedback policy
Following the schools Feedback Policy – all work should be marked in line with the policy.
At the start of all topics – children must have a knowledge organiser with the essential knowledge that the children need to learn.


Structure of the curriculum
The curriculum is carefully structured to build on prior learning and develop subject knowledge so that over time children can do more and know more.
