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	New topic – Objective Cover Sheets & Knowledge Organisers stuck in books 

These are to be used to help the children learn and remember new ideas.Key Things to remember
Assessment
Children’s objective grids will be in the front of each topic and updated when necessary. The grids must be updated at least once a term.
Knowledge Organisers to be stuck in at the start of each topic and used to help children remember and  
Use the Working wall as a tool to build up learning and to help children remember.
Ensure practical and outdoor learning opportunities. 
Their handwriting and spelling sessions should be at least as good as in English and other books.
Scientific vocabulary should be clear and correctly spelled.





	  What We Know 

Children share their prior knowledge in the form of a mind map. This is completed as a class in KS1 and individually in KS2.

	Recap and review teaching 
All lessons begin with a recap and review session. This can be in the form of a mini-quiz or a practical recap activity.

	Objective Teaching
These lessons can be direct knowledge and vocab teaching with appropriate book activities but some, at least, should be taught directly through investigation (eg Y4 may teach switches by creating traffic lights, Y6 teach parts of the heart through dissection) where learning for each child is evident.

If taught through investigation, use of photos for partial evidence is fine – but it must be the child whose book it is. Each child must complete at least a conclusion for every investigation – this is their opportunity to evidence their learning.

As children move up school more parts of the investigation should be written up, but it is not always necessary to complete a full report for every investigation.

	Famous Scientist

All classes learn about 3 famous scientists during the year. These are related to the topic.

	Application lessons – practical investigation

Investigations based on what the children have learnt during the topic. These reinforce earlier earning so you should be targeting Working Scientifically skills with the topic as a context. This can include investigations based on the Famous Scientist’s work (eg Y2 investigate creating waterproof materials when learning about Charles Macintosh).

	End-of-topic Quiz
