	Our philosophy
We believe in maximising the use of the pupil premium grant (PPG) by utilising a long-term strategy aligned to the school improvement plan. This enables us to implement a blend of short, medium, and long-term interventions, and align pupil premium use with wider school improvements and improving readiness to learn.
Overcoming barriers to learning is at the heart of our PPG use. We understand that needs and costs will differ depending on the barriers to learning being addressed. As such, we do not automatically allocate personal budgets per pupil in receipt of the PPG. Instead, we identify the barrier to be addressed and the interventions required, whether in small groups, large groups, the whole school or as individuals, and allocate a budget accordingly. All interventions are based on research and evidence of best practice using the EEF guidelines.
A St Michael’s each child is supported as an individual so that support is often bespoke to the child.  All children are supported to be the very best that they can be in all aspects of their education. 
Our priorities
Setting priorities is key to maximising the use of the PPG. Our priorities are as follows:
Ensuring quality first teaching in every class
Closing the attainment gap between disadvantaged pupils and their peers
Providing targeted academic support for pupils who are not making the expected progress
Addressing non-academic barriers to attainment such as attendance, behaviour self-esteem and confidence
Supporting Parents to work as effective partners
Our tiered approach
To prioritise spending, we have adopted a tiered approach to define our priorities and ensure balance. Our tiered approach comprises three categories:
1. Teaching
2. Targeted academic support.
3. Wider strategies
Within each category, we have chosen interventions. This focussed approach ensures the best chance of success for each intervention. 
Our review processes.
During whole school self-evaluation, priorities for school improvement are identified and the School Development Plan (SDP) is written.
The Plan includes actions to improve the outcomes of pupils.  
Barriers to learning for Disadvantaged pupils are identified.
The Pupil Premium Plan is written and approved by Governors.
Interventions and actions are put into place.
Individual targets are set for each pupil in receipt of the PPG and their progress towards achieving these targets is analysed each term.
The progress of pupils in receipt of the PPG is regularly discussed with subject teachers both informally and formally at Progress Meetings. Progress meetings follow assessments each term and provision maps are created for each class.
The Pupil Premium Strategy will be reviewed annually, and a new strategy will be created considering the lessons learned during the execution of the previous strategy, and with regard to any new guidance and evidence of best practice that becomes available. The Headteacher and PPG Governor is responsible for ensuring a pupil premium strategy is effective. 


Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.

	1
	Some children have limited / no parental support for homework, reading or academic study.  As a result of limited reading support, children are often behind their peers and do not have access to high quality reading material and engagement to develop their vocabulary.

	2
	Not all parents engage fully with school to support their child’s learning, this sometimes means that children are not prepared for school.

	3
	Some PPG children have social and emotional needs requiring additional pastoral care and guidance.  This can also include family difficulties and stability at home.

	4
	Attendance and lateness have caused a significant loss of learning time for some pupils.

	5
	Not all PPG boys reach their full academic potential.

	Some PPG children have limited experiences in which to draw upon to support their learning. This also limits their understanding of the possibilities for their future. 

	7
	There is some correlation with children who are PPG and SEND in school, including having and EHCP or needing one to one support.  This means that some children are even more challenged due to multiple needs.

	8
	Progress and attainment data in 2023 shows that PPG children achieve less well than their peers and not all PPG make expected progress from their starting points.  Some PPG children, especially boys and pupils who are also SEND make slower progress than their peers.

Children know that they have someone that they can talk to in the setting if they are experiencing difficulties.
Class teachers are aware of the individual needs of PPG pupils and provide additional support where needed.

	Reading is a high priority for all pupils but especially PPG children and Children who are PPG/ Boys and SEND

	In ‘Supporting the attainment of disadvantaged pupils; Articulating success and good practice’ the authors discuss the importance of robust attendance data tracking and monitoring systems in schools, to address attendance issues. This allows patterns of absence to be scrutinised and then targeted interventions to be put in place.

Parental engagement and improved attendance will result in. Children feeling more included in the life of their school and will experience academic and social success.

Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2021 to 2022 academic year. 
	Reading and Phonics
Lesson observations show that the quality of phonics teaching in EYFS and KS1 is consistently strong.  Additional whole class phonic sessions were provided as well as group and individual intervention.
In KS2 targeted interventions have taken place and sounds- write delivered.  
Phonics scores for PPG children show.

Attendance
The school worked closely with the attendance officer, audited systems and developed an action plan.  Systems are more robust and ensure that the school reacts quicker to concerns.  The attendance of FSM children and PPG has improved over time.

Pastorally the children who accessed friendship group and counselling made good gains in confidence, self-esteem, and ability to express themselves.  Gains were also seen in their behaviour in class and their ability to regulate their behaviour and emotions. 
Tutoring 
During 2022-2023 tutoring focused mainly on reading with the exception of some maths tuition for year 6 pupils in the final term.
The vast majority of interventions through NTP or School led tutoring were successful with children making progress, however this did not always move children onto the next grade boundary, but smaller steps were evident. Progress was evident in children’s reading ages and comprehension ages – assessed using the Salford Reading Test.  SEND PPG children also responded positively to the “Reading between the lines intervention” to support them to infer information.
75% of PPG children reached the expected level in mathematics at the end of Year 6.
50% of children reached the expected level in reading at the end of year 6.
25% of children reached the expected level in writing at the end of Year 6.
