YEAR 5
Key Points and Reminders
· Expectations are high at St Michael’s. We will challenge each child to achieve their best and attain the highest they can by at the end of their time in Year 5. 
· All work in all subjects needs to be completed with pride and presented neatly. Handwriting will be a focus for Year 5 in the autumn term. 
· Support is given according to needs and ability and this may vary according to what the lesson focus is. Some children will need specific areas of their learning to be targeted and may work in pre-learning groups so they are more ready for challenges in class. Children who are experiencing difficulties may need catch up sessions to help their understanding and develop independence.
· Our Core Values are often referred to and we encourage each child to use the values to develop positive learning attitudes which will help them to succeed. This half term we will be working on being resilient. The core values are also useful words for you to use at home when your child is doing homework

· Homework will usually be set on Friday and should be returned by following Wednesday at the latest. Some of the work may be challenging but will be at Year 5 expectations. Encourage them to have a go at the work with your support and as the year progresses aspects will become easier for them. Your child is not expected to always get everything right all the time Homework should also be presented neatly and at the same standard as expected in class.
· Home reading for 10 – 15 minutes should be done at least four times a week and recorded in planners. This can include school reading books, own books, library books or magazines: it does not always have to be a school reading book. We want children to experience a range of texts. Don’t forget we count the number of times read and children who have read regularly will have a ‘Golden Day’ at the end of the year. You should have received a letter with more details about reading on Tuesday.
· Continue to practise the quick recall of times tables and applying  them e.g. 6 x 7 = 42, 60 x 7 = 420, 60 x 70 = 4200, 600 x 70 = 42000, 0.6 x 7 = 4.2
· 420 ÷6 = 70, 1/6 of 42 is 7, 4/6 of 42 is 28. 
· Spellings will be given to the different spelling groups on Mondays and usually be tested on Fridays. During the week the class will also work with the spellings and also words with similar spelling patterns.  We also work on the Y3/ Y4 statutory spellings that haven’t been learnt yet as well as beginning the Y5/Y6 statutory group of spellings. Copies of the spellings are attached – please start to work on learning them.
· Use My Maths to practise aspects of maths taught in school or any areas of difficulty. There are also lots of fun games. Homework may be set on My Maths. Remember there are lessons as well as the homework pages which provide explanations and break down the maths into steps. 
· Each child has their own log in for homework activities on My Maths. Please note the password is decimal.
· Please provide your child with an old pair of trainers to be kept in school to use each day on our mile a day challenge.
· Planners are a great way to communicate with us. Please put notes in planners or speak to us if you have any concerns so we can work together. 
Please encourage your child to come to school ready to learn and with the right positive attitude to work. They must be on task in every lesson to achieve their best. We would appreciate you helping by having a chat with your child about the important of following our core values and achieving their very best.
Lastly, thank you for all the help and encouragement you gave to children in completing their summer homework tasks.
