	Revisit and review prior learningNon Negotiables for every lesson.
· Teacher modelling.
· Children to teach each other how to segment and blend.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Children to sound out every time they read and write.
· Children to use gestures when segmenting and blending.
· Children to check every word.




· Recap spelling rules.
· Teacher to correct incorrect pronunciation. 
· Review previous learning.

	Teach
· Clearly introduce the focus for the lesson.
· Use a multi-sensory approach.
· Teacher models how to segment and blend polysyllabic words. (Gestures)
· Teach the children about the meaning, morphology, syntactic properties of the word. 
· Teacher targets particular children with differentiated questions.


	Practise
· Give children opportunity to practise segmenting and blending polysyllabic words.
· Give children opportunity to write the words by sounding them out precisely in their syllables.
· Teacher gives frequent, individual feedback to children.


	Apply
· Children given the opportunity to apply the skills by either reading or writing a sentence.
· Teacher identifies any mis spelling or mis reading.
· Teacher gives individual feedback to children.
· Use the error correction script.


	Assessment
· Children reflect on the lesson.
· Teacher uses the assessment to inform future planning.


If children show that they need this to be retaught then adapt the lesson to re teach spellings.
Use the Sounds Write scripts for the activities for consistency of approach.
