Maths Teaching – Lesson Sequence
Before starting a unit teachers should consider the previous years learning and determine whether knowledge has been retained. (A Pre-Learning Task may be used)Mental Starter (5 minutes)
· Focus on the children’s mental calculations to ensure that they can calculate at their age appropriate level with speed and accuracy. This needs to be pacey and include all the children. This can focus on,
· Number bonds/Times tables
· Addition/Subtraction
· Multiplication/Division/Doubling/Halving



	

Learning Hook/Starter Task/Recap of previous learning (5-10 minutes)
· The learning from the previous day should be recapped and if at the beginning of the unit should focus on the previous learning. 
· A task/challenge that focuses on the concept being taught or that is linked to the concept being taught. At the beginning of a teaching unit, these tasks could focus on what the children should already know from the previous year (have they retained their learning?). 
· This should be used as an assessment tool for teachers to establish where the children are up to with their learning and whether there are any misconceptions. Avoid needing long explanations/working out to find the answer or solution and these taking up large amounts of time.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Explicit Teaching & Modelling (I do/we do/you do)
· Teacher to explicitly model the concept/method being taught through use of concrete/pictorial/abstract representations. Success criteria is clearly visible and children can regularly refer to it during the lesson.  
· Teachers are to consider what misconceptions children may have and plan for these. 
· TA to support specific groups as directed by the teacher
· Some children may not need this if the teacher has established that they already understand the concept being taught they can begin the learning task that has been set. 





Guided Practice/Independent Activity 
· Children to ‘have a go’ at the concept or start a task independently.
· Teacher/TA to monitor this phase heavily and evaluate the children’s progress:
· Those children who have understood the method/concept (i.e. are fluent) can move on to more challenging activities.
· From this, teachers must identify is there anything that needs remodelling or misconceptions that have occurred.  
· Those struggling to grasp a concept will need to be supported further through questioning/re-modelling 
· Do children need to do different activities or move on at a quicker pace here to ensure they are challenged? For example, if they are clearly fluent, move them on to problem solving/reasoning tasks. 






Assess, Reflect and Intervene (if needed) 
· Teachers are to be dynamic at this phase of the lesson and use of Teaching Assistants needs to be effective to ensure all children are monitored and how their learning is progressing. 
· Which children need intervention and why? 
· Which children could be challenged further?
· Is there a whole class issue that needs to be addressed?

At the end of each session, a review of learning should take place to recap what the intended learning was and how children feel they have achieved during the lesson.
