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Number of hours per week
Children should have a daily maths lesson that lasts at least 1 hour. This is non-negotiable and there should be very few circumstances where this does not happen.  
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What is being delivered?
Teachers should follow the Yearly Overviews for their year group. This was set out at the beginning of the year. Some classes may have had disruption due to self-isolation and need to ‘catch-up’ on some content or have fallen behind. Staff should discuss with Maths Leader if this has occurred. 

How is it delivered?

Remote learning in maths can be delivered in different ways. A combination of the methods below should be used: 

· Live Lessons
· Recorded Lessons
· Online Videos (e.g. youtube/WhiteRose/Oak Academy/BBC Bitesize)
· Interactive Resources that are shared during Microsoft Teams sessions

There is no set amount of time attached to each method of delivering sessions remotely. Teachers should use their own judgement to decide what will benefit the children and ensure the most effective learning for a particular concept. 

All work will be set through Microsoft Teams via the Assignment function and posted, where possible, the night before. Electronic copies of worksheets and PowerPoints (including video links and interactive resources) should be included when the assignments are created. 

Lesson sequence and structure
A lesson sequence should follow the below format. 

· A mental starter
· A recap of previous learning
· Teacher to model the concept being taught
· An independent task

In some instances, there may be a requirement for teachers to work with groups of children and/or complete a mini-plenary if misconceptions have arisen. This may be completed during the Afternoon Meeting that occurs at the end of the day or, if possible, through breakout rooms. Children may also be supported via the chat function on Microsoft Teams 


 Assessment and Feedback
Teachers should use online sessions to check children’s learning where this is feasible. This may be in the form of a recap, mini quiz or questioning individuals. 

Completed tasks can be submitted through Microsoft Teams or ClassDojo. Children will either complete work electronically and/or hand write work in home learning books and return through a picture. On receiving the completed tasks, teachers will respond accordingly based on how the children have performed: this may be praise, addressing misconceptions, an additional challenge or a combination. Where necessary, teachers may need to comment on presentation of work, especially if standards are not at the expected standard.
