PE and Sport Premium Action Plan 2022/23
The Government has increased its allocation of funding to provide further substantial Primary School ‘sports funding’. This is provided jointly by the Department of Education, Health & Culture and Media & Sport with the intention that Primary Schools spend it on improving the quality of sport provision and PE. This funding can only be spent on School Sport and PE provision for all children.
The amount allocated to St. Michael’s for 2022/2023 is £17,000
Purpose of the Funding
Schools must spend the funding on improving their provision of PE and Sport but will have the freedom to choose how to do they do this.
Possible uses for the funding include:
· Hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work alongside primary teachers when teaching PE.
· Introducing new or additional Change4Life Clubs.
· Paying for professional development opportunities in PE / sport.
· Providing supply cover to release primary teachers for professional development in PE / sport.
· Organising sport competitions, or increasing participation in the Sainsbury School Games.
· Buying quality assured professional development modules or materials for PE / sport.
· Provide places for pupils on after school sports clubs and / or holiday clubs.

The Annual PE Subject Leader Report identifies the key areas for the development and sustainability of PE and School Sport at St. Michael’s. The Sports Premium Funding is an important part of achieving the objectives on the Action Plan and in maintaining St. Michael’s Sainsbury School Games Gold Award, an initiative to which St. Michael’s is committed towards.
