PE and Sport Premium funding has been used to provide top-up swimming sessions to support pupils who require additional provision beyond statutory lessons.

Sustainability

· investing in staff training
· developing outdoor and play provision
· purchasing durable equipment and resources
· embedding healthy lifestyles across the curriculum
