Learning Hook





Children will enter the classroom and giant footprints will be on the floor leading to a castle and a beanstalk. Children to investigate what has happened by finding clues and solving the problems and activities provided.

Jack and the Beanstalk





Outdoor Learning 





Create a reading castle outdoors. Provide a selection of books which include giants as characters.





Encourage guided and then independent use of the planting area outdoors.  








Understanding the World


Showing care and concern for living things and the environment – mini-beast hunt.  


Developing an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time. Makes observations of animals and plants and explains why some things occur, and talk about changes (ELG). Grow your own bean plant, what a plant needs to grow, growing vegetables etc. 








British Values/PSHE


Discuss why the Giant behaved the way he did. How would you feel if Jack took your belongings? Encourage the children to think about the story from a different perspective.





Use feeling fans during the story. Ask the children what various characters must be feeling. 





Make friendship beanstalks. Children can write on a leaf and add it to the beanstalk each time someone is a good friend to them. As each leaf is added, Jack gets to climb higher up the beanstalk.





Make a set of rules for the Giant/ Jack to follow. 





 











Expressive arts and design 


Jack and the Beanstalk art work including sequencing the story in order using different textures and materials. 





Colour mixing to make green for the beanstalk.





Perform own talk for writing version of story using words and actions and possibly musical instruments.
